Dear students, faculty and staff at the Faculty/Graduate School of Economics

A2 term will start from next week. Fortunately, the situation of COVID-19 infection has
subsided both in Tokyo and the University of Tokyo. Since the beginning of November, there
have been no cases of COVID-19 infections found in our faculty members, staff and students
at the UTokyo. In view of this situation, as for A2 term classes, we would like to increase the

number of in-person classes more than the previous terms.

Although the activity restriction level of UTokyo still remains at “A: while exercising the
utmost measures to prevent infection, classes will be conducted both in person and online,”
each School is now allowed to increase the number of students who can gather in one
classroom to a level that each School considers safe. Wearing masks indoors and disinfection

of hands must continue, but the capacity of each classroom can be increased.

For details, Undergraduate and Graduate Offices will be informing you later, but the Faculty
of Economics plans to increase the capacity for the attendants to seminars and small-group
tutorials. We hope to accommodate all the students who wish to participate these courses in-
person can gather in the currently designated classrooms and lecture halls. As for Graduate
courses, we plan to offer many of the courses, including the core courses, in-person style to
all the students who wish to attend. Of course, we do not force students or faculty members
to join or teach in-person lessons. Even if the infection rate seems to be settling down now,
some people may not feel safe enough, and some may worry that the sixth wave is just around
the corner. Therefore, many courses are expected to be offered by hybrid style rather than in-
person-only style. In addition, we will continue online classes for lectures with more than 80

registered students.



I would like to gradually create opportunities for us to get together even in extra-curricular
fields. As one of the first trials, on Sunday, December 19th, at Hongo Campus, we are to hold
an in-person briefing session for selected seminars for students who are to advance to our

Faculty of Economics from next academic year. Information on this session is posted on UTAS.

The prospect for the COVID-19 situation remains uncertain. We may face so-called “sixth
wave” very soon. | just hope that it does not lead to an increase in the number of severely ill
people or strained medical care. At least in the current situation where the infection rate has
subsided, I would like to propose to resume our school activities carefully. I believe the exit of

this pandemic is definitely in sight.

From the beginning of A semester, I have been asking everyone to send me emails regarding
your comment on Faculty’s/Graduate School’s handling academic affairs during COVID-19
pandemic. Please also let me know your opinions regarding this expansion of in-person
classes. If you have any ideas on how to move to the normal state of “With Corona,” I am more
than happy to receive them.
